RESOLUTION CELEBRATING THE LIFE AND LEGACY OF GAT. ANDRES
BONIFACIO, FATHER OF PHILIPPINE REVOLUTION, ON THE OCCASION OF
HIS 161ST BIRTH ANNIVERSARY ON 30 NOVEMBER 2024, ENCOURAGING
ALL PUBLIC AND PRIVATE EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS WITHIN THE CITY
OF MANILA TO CONDUCT ACTIVITIES THAT COMMEMORATE HIS
SIGNIFICANT CONTRIBUTIONS TO SOVEREIGNTY, LIBERTY AND
NATIONALISM IN THE PHILIPPINES

WHEREAS, Andrés Bonifacio is regarded by a number of historians as the
first President of the Philippines. He led and founded the revolutionary secret
society “Kataas-taasang, Kagalang-galangang Katipunan ng mga Anak ng Bayan
(KKK)?;

WHEREAS, on February 16, 1921, the Philippine Legislature enacted Act
No. 2946 declaring November 30 as a national holiday in honor of Andrés Bonifacio
which date also mark his birth in Tondo, Manila to Catalina de Castro and Santiago
Bonifacio;

WHEREAS, historians Gregorio F. Zaide and Teodoro A. Agoncilio, along
with testimony from Pio Valenzuela and letters from Andrés Bonifacio himself,
document the transformation of the “Katipunan” in August 1896. This shift marked
its cessation as a clandestine society, its establishment as a revolutionary
government complete with its own laws and bureaucratic framework, and the
election of Bonifacio as president. In his letters to Emilio Jacinto, Bonifacio referred
to himself with titles such as “Pangulo ng Kataas-taasang Kapulungan®, “Kataas-
taasang Pangulo”, “Pangulo ng Haring Bayang Katagalugan”, “Kataas-taasang
Panguluhan” and “Pamahalaang Panghihimagsik™,

WHEREAS, in support of Andrés Bonifacio's status as the First President of
the Philippines, the contemporary Spanish publication “La flustracién Espafiola y
América” released an article on the Philippine Revolution that includes a portrait of
Bonifacio, referring to him as "Andrés Bonifacio/Titulado (President) de la
Republica Tagala.";

WHEREAS, the City Council of Manila recognizes the pivotal role of Andrés
Bonifacio and his Revolutionary Government in ushering sovereignty and liberty,
which benefited the people of Manila and the entire Filipino nation as a whole.
Furthermore, it acknowledges the life and contributions of Bonifacio to the values
of collective action, civic consciousness, hationalism and patriotism, principles that
remain central to our identity. His efforts in advancing the Philippines’' self-
determination and the spirit of freedom he instilled in the Filipino people are
celebrated and upheld: NOW, THEREFORE, be it

RESOLVED, by the City Council of Manila to celebrate, as it is hereby
celebrates the life and legacy of Gat. Andrés Bonifacio “Father of Philippine
Revolution”, on the occasion of his 161% birth anniversary on 30 November 2024,
encouraging all public and private educaticnal institutions within the City of Manila
to conduct activities that commemorate his significant contributions to sovereignty,
liberty and nationalism in the Philippines; and be it FURTHER

RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution be furnished to the Office of

Mr. Oscar G. Casaysay.
